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Sweet Syndrome following SARS-CoV-2 CoronaVac vaccine
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Abstract

We reported the 5 * published case of COVID-19 vaccine inducing SS and the first case to be induced by an inactivated
SARS-CoV-2 vaccine < CoronaVac . The short latency time strongly supports the pathogenic role of the vaccine as a cause

of SS in our case.
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
